An intelligent person aims at wise action, but a fool starts off in many
directions. Proverbs 17:24 (TEV)

suggestions from the Bible for reducing the stress of your schedule:

A lot of
your stress is self-imposed. The Bible says that God gave us humor
as a stress reliever.

Worry weighs a person down; an encouraging word cheers a
person up (Proverbs 12:25).

A relaxed attitude lengthens life; jealousy rots it away (Proverbs
14:30).

A cheerful heart is good medicine, but a broken spirit saps a
person’s strength (Proverbs 17:22).
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Look up to God. Stress is always a warning
light that you’ve taken your focus off God and are
looking at your problems from your limited
viewpoint. I believe the single greatest cause of @ avwesraires
stress is this: We take ourselves too seriously and
we don’t take God seriously enough!
